Crown & Crumpet will offer a range of food and beverages, starting the day off with a
breakfast menu, then a light lunch followed by a proper afternoon tea service. Tea
service will include a selection of teas, a three-tired tea stand filled with an assortment of
tea sandwiches, homemade scones served with clotted cream and jom, and a variety
of delightful sweets and pastries. In the evening, the tearoom will serve small bites and
feature an aperitif bar. Pastry Chef Caroline Romanski stresses that Crown & Crumpet will
endeavor to choose organic ingredients from local suppliers when possible, as well as

work with sustainable resources.

Crown & Crumpet will also have a retail section which will allow guests to take a bit of
their experience home with them. Visitors can expect to find colorful British candies,
unique jewelry, fun gifts, and Crown & Crumpet’s signature tea cups, saucers and
teapots displayed in their charming wood cabinets, along with artwork from Etsy-found

photographers, print-makers, and painters around the globe.
